Educators, sometimes even more so than parents, are key influencers in students’ lives. Teachers, coaches, school nurses, guidance counselors, school resource officers, and other school personnel are in a position to empower young people to make healthy and safe choices for today and tomorrow. 
In recognition of the influential role educators like you play in the lives of students, you are being asked to participate in the 2008 Click It or Ticket enforcement mobilization, which runs May 19 – June 1. This national safety initiative has a goal of ensuring everyone in our schools and in our communities buckles up when driving or riding in a motor vehicle. 
Getting the word out about the life-saving benefits of wearing seat belts is especially important for teenagers. Why? In 2006 alone, more than one in ten (12.9%) of all drivers involved in fatal crashes across the United States were drivers between the ages of 15 and 20. In that same year, an alarming 64 percent of teenage passenger vehicle occupants killed in fatal crashes were NOT wearing a seat belt at the time of the crash. 
During the Click It or Ticket mobilization, law enforcement officers nationwide will be aggressively enforcing seat belt laws by conducting seat belt checkpoints and zero-tolerance seat belt enforcement. Their goal is not to write tickets, but to get everyone buckled up — especially teen drivers and their passengers — and save lives. 

You can support this effort by telling students about the Click It or Ticket  heightened enforcement campaign, and by encouraging them to buckle up, every trip, every time — day and night. 
You can start supporting the campaign by creating awareness among students by reading this brief statement in your daily public address announcements to students: 

From May 19th through June 1st, tens of thousands of law enforcement officers across the country will be stepping up seat belt enforcement activities in support of the 2008 Click It or Ticket national enforcement mobilization. Officers will be conducting seat belt checkpoints and zero-tolerance seat belt enforcement statewide — both day and night. 
This means that if you get stopped by the police, and you aren’t wearing a seat belt — either as driver or a passenger — you’re going to get a ticket. 
You may not know this, but as a teenager, you are more likely to die, or become disabled or disfigured, in a car crash than at any other time in your life. So buckle up every trip, every time. And ensure everyone in your vehicle does the same. You’ll save money on a fine, and possibly save your life — or the life of a friend. 
In addition to this announcement, I encourage you to review all the free Click It or Ticket material available on the Web site of the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration at www.nhtsa.gov. These resources can help you promote seat belt use to your students. For example, in further support of the Click It or Ticket campaign, you can: 
· Read the “Rip & Reads/Morning Announcements” for high school students over your school PA system. (These should be read for the eight days prior to the May Click It or Ticket mobilization to reinforce the safety campaign.)
· Put up campaign posters in classrooms, school hallways, assembly areas or on bulletin boards.

· Play Click It or Ticket  radio PSAs on your school radio station or PA system.

· Use the high school “Survey Data Collection Form” to help you conduct seat belt usage observations at your school.

I urge you to support the 2008 Click It or Ticket mobilization in your school by encouraging everyone, and especially teens, to buckle up every trip, every time — day and night. Together we can help prevent the unnecessary and tragic loss of teenage life to motor vehicle crashes. Thank you for participating in this important safety initiative.
