During National Teen Driver Safety Week 
Click It or Ticket Enforcement Wave Focused on Saving Lives
[City, State] – [State/City/County] law enforcement agencies will once again join forces for a special Click It or Ticket seat belt enforcement campaign during National Teen Driver Safety Week October 19-25, with zero tolerance for teens who aren’t buckling up. This special Click It or Ticket enforcement wave has been instituted to help combat the high number of teen fatalities in motor vehicle crashes.
With school back in session, teens are hitting the roads, heading to and from school, sporting events, extracurricular activities and part-time jobs. [Local Law Enforcement Agency] wants teens to know that they aren’t the only ones taking to the streets. 
“[City/County] law enforcement officers will be increasing patrols and enforcement zones October 19-25,” said [Local Law Enforcement Official]. “We will be focusing efforts in areas that are heavily traveled by teens and handing out tough reminders to all unbelted drivers and passengers – regardless of age.”
According to the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration, motor vehicle crashes are the leading cause of fatalities among teens in the United States. In 2007 alone, 4,540 passenger vehicle occupants 16 to 20 years old were killed in motor vehicle crashes, and more than half (2,502) were unrestrained at the time of the fatal crashes. Such crashes claimed the lives of [XX] [State] teens in 2007.

Unfortunately, too many teens still need a tough reminder that regular seat belt use is the single most effective way to protect people and reduce fatalities in motor vehicle crashes. So to help spread the message, [State/City/County] law enforcement agencies and volunteers from across the state have once again stepped up to remind teens to Click It or Ticket every trip, every time. 
“We have a zero tolerance policy when it comes to unbelted teen drivers and passengers,” said [Local Law Enforcement Official]. “We are serious about keeping [State] citizens safe, so we will be out in force reminding motorists of all ages that unless you want to risk a ticket, or worse, your life, please remember - no more exceptions.  No more excuses. Click It or Ticket – day and night.”
