Dear Editor, 

This fall there is an important lesson to be learned in every high school across the country, but it won’t be found in any classroom textbook. The lesson: Seat Belts Save Lives. 

Each year thousands of teens are injured or killed in motor vehicle crashes. As a tragic example, according to the United States Department of Transportation National Highway Traffic Safety Administration, in 2005 motor vehicle crashes were the leading cause of fatalities for teens and young adults16 to 20 years old in the United States. 
So this year, during National Teen Driver Safety Week, October 19-25, [State and/or local] law enforcement agencies will team up with volunteers from across [State/County/City] in a special Click It or Ticket enforcement campaign to combat the high number of teen motor vehicle fatalities.
Teens need to remember whether they are driving across town or just around the neighborhood, wearing seat belts is the absolute best way to protect themselves and their passengers from severe injury or even fatalities in the event of motor vehicle crashes.

To help drive this message home, officers will be stepping up traffic patrols and enforcement zones October 19-25 on roads that are heavily traveled by teens, targeting all unbelted drivers and passengers.

[Local Law Enforcement] officers have declared a zero-tolerance policy, which means that any teen motorist pulled over for not wearing a seat belt will be ticketed and fined. Officers will pay special attention to the roads, hangouts and events frequented by teens in order to send a clear message – unless you want to risk a ticket, or worse, your life, Click It or Ticket – day and night.
