FACT SHEET & TALKING POINTS

[State] Buckling Down on Those Who Are Not Buckling Up – Especially Teens 
· In an effort to save more lives on [State’s] roadways, State and local law enforcement will be out in force with a special Click It or Ticket seat belt enforcement mobilization to buckle down on all motorists who are not buckling up – especially teens.  
· Thousands of people die each year in motor vehicle crashes, and most of those killed are not wearing seat belts at the time of the fatal crash. 
· Seat belts have proven to be extremely effective – preventing the death of one of every two victims of potentially fatal crashes. 
· [State] motorists still need a tough reminder that regular seat belt use is the single most effective way to protect people and reduce fatalities in motor vehicle crashes, so officers are stepping up enforcement efforts to include increased saturation patrols and enforcement zones.
Young Drivers Are Among Those LEAST Likely to Buckle up

· One of the biggest reasons for so many teen driver and passenger fatalities is low seat belt use. In [State], [number] drivers and passengers, ages 16 to 20, were killed during 2006 in motor vehicle crashes, and nearly [number] of the teens were not wearing their seat belts at the time of the fatal crash.

· Nationally in 2006, 4,842 teen passenger vehicle occupants, ages 16 to 20, were killed in motor vehicle crashes, and 58 percent (2,813) were unrestrained at the time of the fatal crash. 
· According to the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA), teenage drivers and passengers are among those least likely to wear their seat belts.  
· While all teens are at a high risk of experiencing a fatal crash, according to NHTSA, young males, pickup truck drivers and passengers, as well as people living in rural areas are also among those least likely to buckle up.

No More Excuses – Click It or Ticket
· State and local law enforcement will be stepping-up traffic patrols and enforcement zones targeting all seat belt violators – especially teens– who are not buckling up. 
· Anyone caught not wearing a seat belt will be ticketed and fined.  

· [State’s] goal is simple: to save more lives this year by convincing all drivers and passengers to buckle up.
