We continue to face challenges 

as we try to enhance our tribal Indian Highway Safety Program, especially in the area of 

program staffing and data analysis. I want to thank each of you for your assistance and ask your 

patience as we continue to work through our staffing problem. This report is twenty-seven 

months late. I apologize for this performance. We were able to deliver our FY2009 report on 

time and are committed to enhancing our staff during FY2010. Because of the lateness of this 

report, a decision was made to only use the information from our partners that was available in 

our files. We are sure given our staffing challenges and a physical office move, that some of the 

information received from our partners has been misplaced. 

It is apparent that a single source cannot provide the resources to solve even the most critical 

problems in Indian country. Our office is constantly looking for cost sharing by state and other 

government organizations, which address highway safety and data management needs. Tribal 

governments are committed to reducing traffic crashes, injuries, and fatalities attributed to 

impaired driving, speeding, and lack of seat belts and child safety seat use. 

Thanks for bearing with us as we move to improve our performance and management of this 

lifesaving program.

Introduction 

Per the Apri l 2000 US Census, the United States is home to 281,421, 906 people. Seventy 

percent (70%) ofthose are classified as white, thirteen percent (13%) black, twelve percent 

(12%) Hispanic, four percent (4%) Asian and Pacific Islander, and one percent (1%) are classified 

as American Indians/Alaska Natives. 

The 1% of American Indian/Alaska Natives represents a whole number of approximately 

2,447,989. Consistent with the general population in the United States, 50.3% of American 

Indian/Alaska Natives are female and 49.7% are males. Also consistent w ith the general 

population of this country, the largest age group for American Indian/Alaska Natives is 35-44 

years of age. The median age for American Indian/Alaska Natives is 28.5 compared to 35.3 for 

the general population in the United States. 

American Indians/Alaska Natives are spread out over this vast land with federally recognized 

tribes in all but 13 states. These American Indians/Alaska Natives represent over 560 tribes 

throughout this country.

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Native American injury and fatality data continues to be difficult to obtain . The fact that there 

are over 560 federally recogni zed tribes, each a sovereign entity with no uniform reporting 

system, contributes to the confusion and skepticism of accurate Indian state data. To further 

complicate the matter, the Indian state is actually located within the boundaries of 37 

traditional states. The IHSP is the lead agency in reducing injuries and fatalities attributed to 

motor vehicle crashes. Like other federal and state agencies, the IHSP has historically relied on 

data received by the CDC and the available FARS data as a basis for Indian country stati stics. 

The IHSP is working to address the issue of uniform reporting among grantees. The Indian 

Health Service, FARS, CDC, state highway safety offices, and tribal agencies, can then compare 

their statistical information against the BIA Indian highway safety programs to get a true feel 

for what type of data is being collected and published as reliable statistics. 

Project reporting is a problem and we will continue to work with our partners to clarify and 

improve this issue. 

Problem Statement 

Despite their small ethnicity numbers, American Indians/Alaska Natives continue to be killed 

and injured in traffic crashes at rates that are 2 to 3 times that of other ethnic groups and the 

national average. Th e Fatal Analysis Reporting System's (FARS) early relea se for 2008 shows 

34,017 lives lost in traffic related crashes in 2008. This number is a decrease from the total 

number of 37,435 people killed in motor vehicle crashes in 2007. 

Because the tribes that comprise the Indian Nation are geographically spread throughout the 

United States, it is extremely difficult to affect change in motor vehicle deaths in each of them. 

Each tribe is unique in its heritage, languages and lifestyles. The lack of motor crash data and 

tribal reporting are areas we continue to struggle with. 
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BIA Goals for FY07 

Overall Program Goal: 

To reduce death and injury rates resulting from traffic crashes among Indian tribes and on the 

re servations within the United States. 

To reduce fatalities in Indian Country by 5% from the 04 FARS number of 601* (322) to 

571'(366) by the end of 2007. 

Note: This report changes the FARS numbers from the Race and Ethnicity Report ' on a national 

basis to numbers taken from a " reservation" location basis shown in the parenthesis above and 

the chart below. We feel this is far more representative of our programs ability to impact the 

numbers. A review will be undertaken in the future to determine best available performance 

data. This overall goal was not achieved because of the lateness of thi s report; however, we 

know there was a substantial reduction in 2008 as shown in the chart below.

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Impaired Driving 

To reduce the incidence of impaired driving by increasing DUI arrest s within the participating 

tribes by 23% from the FY05 total of 6,910 to 8,918 by the end of FY07 (self-reported numbers 

by tribes) . 

Status: Partially Achieved. As shown on Attachm ent B, because oftime between the projects 

performance period and this report, we do not have performance reports for all their activities. 

We do know that 2,683 DUI arrests were reported .

To increase safety belt usage rates in Indian country from the national Indian country rate of 

55% to 57% by the end of FY07 as measured by the National Safety Belt Use Survey to be 

conducted in FY07. 

Status: Achieved. A second national survey was conducted in February 2007 and the results 

indicate an increase in the national Indian Nation safety belt usage rate from 55.4% to 61.8%.

To increase the number of citations issued for speed and other moving violations by 19% from 

the FY05 total of 26,377 to 32,478 within the participating tribes by the end of FY07.

performance period and thi s report we do not have performance reports for all their activities. 

We do know that 12,035 total citations were reported.

One hundred percent of the performance measures were achieved (3 of 3). 
The Rosebud used the following countermeasures to achieve their results: 

• 	 High visibility enforcement 
• 	 Three mobilizations: Don't Shatter the Dream-December 2006, ClOT May 2007, and 

Drunk Driving, Over the Limit, Under Arrest August 2007 

• 	 Eleven checkpoints : 1,941 vehicles were checked, 911 vehicles w ere investigated further 
and 25 DUI arrests were made. In addition, 40 open container citations were issued . 

• 	 Saturation patrols: They scheduled thi s activity during historic periods of increase calls 
for service and their officers were aggressive on vehicle stops. 

• 	 Education : Tribe personnel received tra ining in advanced DUI detection and 
Apprehension, Crash Diagramming and basic training for certification. Tribe personnel 
provided 30 presentations to area schools, DUI offenders, juvenile wellness cou rts and 
substance abuse centers.

Fifty percent of the performance measures were achieved (2 of 4). The good news is that the 
two measures achieved were the ones that the department has direct control over their actual 
performance - DUI and speed citations. The Tribal Police Department suffered a difficult 2006­
2007. A ra sh of sexual assaults by individuals posing as police officer or security personnel 
attacked female victims over a period of several months. Eventually, two security officers and 
one EMT employee were charged; several police officers were forced to resign due to poor 
follow-up investigations. As a result, the department is still suffering from the trauma and 
creating a lot of citizen distrust. In addition, the Chief of Police and an officer were indicted for 
financial transactions using the confidential fund s account and forced to resign . Vacancies 
continue to be a problem. 

Performance Measures: 

To decrease the number of motor vehicle related fatalities on the White Mountain Apache 
Reservation by 50% from the 2005 number of 6 to 3 by the end of FY07. 

Status: Not Achieved. The rese rvation personnel reported 7 motor vehicle fatalities during FY
