We need your help to prevent impaired driving and alcohol-involved or drug-involved fatal crashes. In 2009 alone, there were 10,839 alcohol-impaired-driving fatalities in the United States, according to the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration. 
The number of alcohol-impaired-driving fatalities decreased from 2008 to 2009; however, there is still much work to be done. Additionally, research shows an increase in blood alcohol concentration (BAC) test refusals around the Nation. In a 2008 report to Congress, Refusal of Intoxication Testing: A Report to Congress, refusal rates ranged from 2.4 percent to 81 percent, with an average refusal rate of 22.4 percent.
